SMTP (p. 25)
An abbreviation for Simple Mail Transfer Protocol. This is a server used to send e-mail.

SSL (p. 73)

An abbrebiation for Secure Sockets Layer. A protocol for exchanging information safely
between Web browsers and Web servers. SSL is frequently used for credit card
transactions over the Internet. SSL also has a function to verify ownership and to
encrypt data.

Subject (p. 32)

The title of a e-mail message. When replying, “Re:” (Reply) is added to the beginning of
the title in order to indicate that the e-mail is a reply. When forwarding an e-mail
message, “Fw:” (Forward) is added to the beginning of the title in order to indicate that
the e-mail is a forwarded e-mail message.

URL (p. 54)
An abbrebiation for Uniform Resource Locator. An address on the Internet. By
specifying this address, you can access the Web page.
